FEAST OF THE WEEK — JANUARY 9TH

The Baptism of the Lord is the feast day in which the Church
celebrates the Baptism of Jesus by John the Baptist in the
Jordan River. This feast brings the Christmas season to an
end on the Roman Calendar. The Baptism of Jesus marked
the beginning of Jesus’ earthly ministry, with His first miracle
to occur at the wedding at Cana soon to follow. Eastern Rite
Christians refer to Jesus’ Baptism as the “Theophany,” as
God appears in all three persons at this time. Baptism was not
required for Jesus, due to His absence of original sin. In this
act, Jesus humbles and dedicates Himself for our redemption
and takes upon Himself the sins of the world and buries them
in the waters of the Jordan. He did not seek Baptism to be
made holy by the water, but rather to make the water holy for
us at our Baptism.
